Transportation Program-Roads and Waterfront Development

The Project Nomination Process (PNP) for Denali Commission (Commission) Transportation Program Projects for Federal Fiscal Year 2009 (FFY 2009) begins August 1, 2008.  The nomination period closes on October 1, 2008.  Nominations for both road and waterfront development projects will be accepted during this period.  
All required nomination materials are located on the Commission’s website at: www.denali.gov.  Please click on the Programs link on the left side of the main webpage, then click on the Transportation Program link and finally, click on the Program Documents link found on the left side of the webpage.  The Commission has recently implemented a new grants processing system called Grant Solutions.  This is the system you will use to submit your nominations for the FFY 2009 Transportation projects.  In order to use the system you will need to register to receive a username and password.  Please log on to www.grantsolutions.gov , and click on “register.”  This will bring you to a Grant Solutions Grantee Account Registration Form in either pdf or word.  Please fill out the form and mail, fax or email to the address provided.  Once you have received your username and password, you may log on and proceed with the nomination materials.
Complete project nominations will include the following:

· Project Nomination Form, 
· Project Summary Sheet, 
· 424 Federal Application form,

· IRS Form – Authorization to Request Federal Tax Information.  
These documents will be used by the Commission’s Transportation Advisory Committee during their mid-December project selection meeting to score, rank and select projects, and identify project sponsors.  
Project Nominations MUST be submitted by the facility owner.  For example, if a proposed road project is owned by the Alaska Department of Transportation and Public Facilities (A-DOTPF), the community must work with A-DOTPF to submit the project nomination for the project.
Project Nomination MUST be accompanied by community resolutions of support for the nominated project, and MUST include a commitment by the owner or cooperating entity to maintenance and operations of a selected road or waterfront development project.
The Commission’s website includes information on the project selection process and ranking criteria used by the Commission’s Transportation Advisory Committee for scoring project submittals.  

The website also includes the December 2007 Project Selection Meeting Summary, a DOT&PF memo regarding national funding level trends and other material related to the Transportation Program.
