Solid Waste Program
Proposal Evaluation Process
1. Commissioners approve the funding resolution to establish the goals and objectives of the Program.  This specifies the funds received from USDA Rural Development (RD) and available for distribution during the fiscal year.

2. The Request For Proposals (RFP) is posted on the Denali Commission website and notification is made through the Denali Commission monthly newsletter.
3. Applicant organizations submit proposals by the RFP deadline.

4. Authorizations are forwarded to the IRS to obtain information regarding the status of the grant applicant.  Applicants who are not current are notified by the Program Manager.  There is no further review of the proposal.
5. There is a detailed internal review of proposals by the Program Manager to determine compliance with the Sustainability Policy, the Investment Policy, and the Community Plan Policy.
6. Qualified proposals are forwarded to the multi-agency proposal Review Team.

7. The Review Team and the Program Manager evaluate proposals and recommend a list for prioritization and award.  Some applicants are asked for additional information prior to final determination.

8. Successful applicants are notified.  

9. Award documents are sent to the recipients for signatures and the financial system is established including performance and reporting requirements.
