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ADMINISTRATION CATEGORY
October 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007
During this quarter, the DOL Training Coordinator assisted in the drafting of the two Financial Assistance Awards between the Denali Commission and the Department of Labor and Workforce Development.  The Denali Training Fund (DTF) award in the amount of $2.1 million and the Denali Training Fund Youth (DTFY) award in the amount of $1.05 million.   These amounts include $150,000 for administration. 

The Training Coordinator also prepared a new Request for Grant Application (RGA) for the DTF and the DTFY programs which included preparing an electronic application. The application was posted on the State of Alaska public notice on-line. All interested parties were sent a courtesy notification via e-mail.  The deadlines for the DTF are January 18th and February 29th and the deadline for the DTFY is February 15th.
DOL staff responded to numerous emails and phone calls regarding questions and inquiries about the DTF and the DTFY programs. 

The Training Coordinator (TC) and the Grants Administrator (GA) reviewed progress reports submitted for the 3nd quarter ending September 30, 2007.  The GA processed financial reports and advance payments.  The TC and GA provided feedback and technical assistance to grantees regarding progress and financial issues identified in the reports.  The GA updated the Denali Commission database with progress reports and financial information.  DOL’s fiscal office prepared the accrual report for the FSR.  
DOL staff prepared the final reconciliation of FFY03/FY04#88 and FFY04/FY05#137 with AKSAS and the Denali Commission database.  DOL is preparing the amendments to the awards between the Denali Commission and the Department in order to balance.  
DOL staff prepared a report for the First Advisory Committee meeting and updated the DOL Commissioner on the history of the Denali Commission funding.  
DOL staff continue to update the MIS information into the MIS system.  DOL staff is coordinating with the MIS staff on the development a new process for the MIS system.  

The Training Coordinator and Grants Administrator prepared fiscal and programmatic monitors for compliance of grant language against federal and state regulations; performed document reviews and conducted desk and on-site monitoring of grantees.  DOL staff completed the monitoring reports for SERRC, CIS, People, Cape Fox, Alaska Municipal Clerks and the Kenai Independent Living Center and Alaska Hospitality. 

DOL staff prepared amendments to the Kenai Peninsula Independent Living Center and the Southeast Regional Resource Center for additional funding and extended to June 30, 2008.  The Training Coordinator prepared a report for the work session that preceded the Quarterly Meeting and attended the Denali Commission quarterly meeting held at CITC conference center.
The Training Coordinator and the Apprenticeship Coordinator updated the Commissioner with information regarding apprenticeship programs.  They met with the State Director for the U.S. Department of Labor, Office of Apprenticeship Training to discuss apprenticeship programs in rural communities.

They also met with the Operating Engineers to discuss concerns regarding the training conducted in the City of Togiak.   The training was conducted as the project was implemented.  The project is funded by the Denali Commission. DOL is waiting to hear back from the grantee regarding additional information requested on the progress report and clarification of the projects.
The Training Coordinator met with the Commissioner and Deputy Commissioner to discuss a strategy for the airport projects in rural communities. Staff continues to coordinate with the Department of Transportation for training options for airport projects in rural communities.  DOL also met with DOT, AVCP and the Apprenticeship Coordinator to discuss planning for training for the airport projects.   DOT and AVCP will be attending many of the post-award conferences and will discuss the training options.  The Training Coordinator will be available via teleconference for questions that may arise.
