The just released November 2004 Power Generation Report presents a number of outstanding improvements in efficiency.  Some of these

include:

1) Togiak--Continued operation of the first of the five energy efficient gen-sets partially funded under the 2002 Alaska Energy Cost Reduction Program.  Although the new QSX15 was only operated 133 hours out of 720 during November 2004, average generating efficiency improved over 7% over November 2003 and reduced fuel consumption by nearly 1300 gallons.

At the 2004 delivered price of fuel of $1.85 per gallon, the savings to Togiak's consumers is on the order of $2400 during the second month of partial operation. (The installation of automated switchgear would result in increased savings.)

These efficiency gains contributed toward raising the overall AVEC system wide average diesel-only generating efficiency to 13.59 kWh per gallon during the month of November 2004 and to 13.71 kWh per gallon when including wind production.
