PROJECT ACTIVITIES AND ACCOMPLISHMENTS:

Briefly describe the grant activities undertaken during the period and any accomplishments achieved.

This quarter was devoted to planning and scheduling the training for the next fiscal year.  In June AWP and ANTHC determined that the previous years training had been successful and to move forward with plans to deliver training to 100 participants.  The previous year, 93 participants completed training.  ANTHC was tasked with identifying villages with Denali projects.  We agreed to propose to the Denali Commission that the targeted projects include clinics, washiterias, and village safe water construction.

We met again August 23rd to discuss ways to strengthen our partnership.  ANTHC agreed that AWP would have a greater role in recruitment of the training participants and they would be identified at least a month out from the training date.  ANTHC has identified 13 villages to receive training at this time and AWP has developed a draft training schedule for all the villages.  We have discussed expanding the training to include additional villages and specialized training for equipment operators.
