1. Describe all project selection activity during this reporting period for DTF and/or Youth.  (Date(s) of meeting, members present, proposals and outcomes of selection.)
The Denali Training Fund application review committee met on August 26, 2008, to review the applications received for the Denali Training Fund program for the deadline ending July 15, 2008.  There were 3 application requests totaling $74,312.  A review was conducted in which each application was reviewed on the criteria specified in the Request for Grant Applications.  

Review team members and their affiliations were: Mark Hiratsuka, CITC and Gerry Andrews, Apprenticeship Coordinator, DOL.  Karen Johnson, Training Program Manager, Denali Commission and Gerry McDonagh facilitated the review committee.  2 applications were recommended for funding for a total of $10,812.  The Haines Assisted Living application was recommended for funding at $5,050 and the training began in early 
September.  Prepared a list of comments by the review committee with funding recommendations on each application.  The Native Village of Point Hope was recommended for funding the tuition portion of the application and the reason was stated in the award letter.  The TC Enterprise Inc was not recommended for funding and a courtesy phone call was made to the applicant with comments and feedback.  Responded to numerous emails and phone calls regarding questions and inquiries from successful and non successful applicants.  

Conducted a due diligence review process of all applicants before the review committee met to make recommendations.  The process consisted of a review of the financial records of the applicants, proper insurance, etc.  

Negotiated budgets and wrote scope of service for the Haines Assisted Living new grant agreements.  The grant agreement have been approved and processed.  Informed all Grantees of the financial requirements, progress report requirement, MIS, etc. 
Coordinated with the Weatherization program at Alaska Housing Finance Corporation (AHFC) and Alaska Works Partnership (AWP) to apply for DTF funding for additional training for workers with skills to ensure quality application of materials and products involved in weatherization. The weatherization program received approximately $300 million over the next 5 to 10 years to weatherize homes. Many of the homes that will be weatherized will be in rural communities.  Amended AWP grant agreement for $193,436 to provide training in basic carpentry, OSHA 10 for construction and weatherization technician level 1 for 70 participants from rural communities.  
Prepared “Project Authorizations” for the Denali Commission that includes all grant agreements for award 366.
