I taught eight NCCER ICTP classes certifying 53 instructors this year alone for a grand total of 143!
I’ve identified six new entities for next school year.

This school year we added 406 students to the National Registry for a total of 725.  And, 151 students earned NCCER certificates for a total of 331 students with certificates in Alaska under our sponsorship.









Craft Skill Assessments:
We proctored Carpentry Level 1 craft assessment for ANTHC.  Carpentry Level 1 is entry level.  We’ve proctored 30 for ANTHC.  We proctor these assessments at the end of Alaska Works Partnership’s two-week training sessions.  Following are score results:
