January

January 9th - 13th, 2006 – STW Coordinator planned and scheduled Construction Academy. (See attached pre-phase checklist)

January 13th, 2006 – VTE Staff began formulating a partnership with Northwestern Career and Technical Center (NACTEC) i.e., NACTEC students attend various Anchorage House phases and CSD students attend various certification programs at NACTEC in Nome. 

January 15th–20th, 2006 – Held the Construction Academy at Anchorage House.  Seven students from CSD attended (see attached Denali Training Applications & Media Consent Forms and photo documentation).  The NCCER core curriculum was introduced.  All students completed and passed the Basic Safety unit.  Associated General Contractors (AGC) and Associated Builders and Contractors (ABC) provided career explorations at several job sites around Anchorage (see activity schedule).  Individual Learning Plans (ILP) were developed for each student for the Construction Math unit.  Discussed Learning Styles with Construction Academy students and issued profiles to each.

January 16th, 2006 – STW Coordinator prepared and mailed Parent Packets to upcoming Phase to student participants.

January 19th – 24th, 2006 – STW Coordinator prepared for the VTE Phase 2 scheduled for January 25th – February 2nd, 2006. (See attached pre-phase checklist)

January 25th – February 2nd, 2006 – Phase 2 at Anchorage House.  One student from CSD, 1 student from Kenai Peninsula School District (LPSD) and 3 students from LPSD attended (see attached Training Fund Application & Medial Consent Form). Activities focused on job search strategies and understanding life after high school by engaging in job shadowing within the 6 Pathways at various businesses within the Anchorage vicinity.  The START Program and NCCER curriculum was introduced as a possible opportunity for students interested.  (See attached Phase 2 paperwork and photo documentation outlining the activity schedule and standards addressed)

January 30th, 2006 – VTE Director arranges for students to attend NACTEC entrepreneurial camp in February.

January 31, 2006 – STW Coordinator  & VTE Director met to plan and prepare information regarding START grant opportunities for the Quality Schools Symposium Feb 1-4, 2006.

February 1st – 4th, 2006 – STW Coordinator & VTE Director attended the Quality Schools Symposium.  Held an “information gathering” for district’s that may be interested in sending students to our Construction Academy.

February 6th – 10th, 2006 – VTE Staff met to talk about possible improvements to Phase 2. Worked on Phase 2 student assessments.

February 13th – 16th, 2006 – STW Coordinator began preparing for the Construction Academy Phase 2.  Spoke with Rebecca Logan with Associated Builders and Contractors (ABC) and Vicki Schneibel of Associated General Contractors to schedule possible job shadows for the Construction Academy students.  Also began preparation of the Construction Academy to be held March 5th – 10th, 2006.

February 22nd – March 2nd, 2006 – Held Construction Academy Phase 2 at Anchorage House.  Four students for Lake & Pen School District and 1 student from CSD attended.  The phase was geared toward students that may be interested in the constructions trades.  All of the career explorations were in the construction pathway (see attached schedule).

March 5th – 10th, 2006 – Held the 2nd Construction Academy with the NCCER students in conjunction with a Circle Towards Excellence Phase (for students who may need extra help with math, reading and writing).  Eight students from Chugach School District attended. The construction students covered the Blueprints and Hand Tools units of the curriculum.  Their project was the construction of portable stand up desks (see attached photos).  The CTE students worked on Individual Learning Plans of their choice (see attached activity schedule).

April 10th, 2006 – STW Coordinator and Superintendent met with Gerry McDonagh, Program Manager for START grant about a possible grant extension to include the summer EXCEL Camp in July.

April 17th, 2006 – STW Coordinator prepared quarterly report.
