ATTACHMENT A

SCOPE OF GRANT AGREEMENT

Article 1.  BACKGROUND

This grant is between the Division of Business Partnerships, Alaska Department of Labor and Workforce Development, State of Alaska (hereafter referred to as the Division) and Alaska Native Tribal Health Consortium (ANTHC) (hereafter referred to as the Grantee).  This grant is in the amount of $163,470 and is funded through the Denali Training Fund to train 20 rural participants in Heavy Equipment Operation and Commercial Drivers Licenses (CDLs) professional truck driving training. 
Article 2.  GRANT PERIOD  

The period of performance of this grant agreement will be September 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006.

Article 3.  PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Grantee will train 20 local residents in two, three-week intensive training course to become Heavy Equipment Operators and to obtain Commercial Drivers Licenses (CDL) in professional truck driver training.  

The training will consist of a two, three week, 60 hours per week for 180-hour truck driver and heavy equipment operator-training course to train 20 rural participants. Each class will consist of 10 participants per class.  Classes will be held Monday through Saturday, 10 hours per day for the 3-week training.  The Grantee will partner with Northern Industrial Training, LLC (NIT) to do the training at their facility in Palmer. The training will include heavy equipment operator training on dozers, loaders, and backhoes. Participants will learn how to safely operate tractor-trailers, belly dumps and dump trucks. These skills are needed for the Grantee’s projects as well as other future projects likely to be initiated by Federal, State or Tribal activities.  NIT will also incorporate the Construction Mine Safety and Health Administration (MSHA) 10 hour training and certification to consider all safety aspects of the construction industry, Traffic Control Flagger and First Aid/CPR training. Qualified trade instructors from NIT will provide the instruction.  
Course Curriculum Overview
180 Hours Total Training (per session)

· 3 weeks (per training session) to include CDL written tests preparation including the following endorsements

· General Knowledge

· Air Brakes

· Hazardous Materials

· Tanker

· Combination Vehicle

· Heavy Equipment Operator Training

· Truck Driver Training

· MSHA, First Aid/CPR, and Traffic Control Flagger

Classroom/Lab:

· 3 days CDL written preparation
· 3 days Heavy Equipment Introduction, Safety, and Utilization Techniques
· 1 day MSHA certification
· 1 day First Aid/CPR and Traffic Control Flagger
There will be ten days of combined Heavy Equipment Operator and Commercial Driver training.  Participants will learn the proper and safe operation of heavy equipment digging basements, foundations, backfilling, trenching, side sloping, and finish dozing, and will drive a late model fleet of construction trucks that include dump trucks, lowboys, belly dumps, van and flat bed trailers. Each participant will average 23 hours on the following pieces of equipment: excavator, dozer, loader, backhoe and construction trucks. 

Classroom instruction will take place at the NIT offices located in Palmer. NIT will use up-to-date videos, PowerPoint, and textbooks. NIT’s driving range is located at the Alaska State Fairgrounds. Participants will learn how to operate heavy equipment on jobs that could include building a road at the Alaska State Fairgrounds, a baseball field and running track, and working at a 26-acre subdivision.
Participants will receive dozer, loader, excavator, and truck driver training.  NIT will work with participants for up to 10 hours per day, Monday through Saturday for 3 weeks.  Participants will earn the following certificates and credentials:

· Class A CDL with all available endorsements
· NIT Certificate of Completion
· Dozer, loader, excavator, backhoe, belly dump, end dump certificates
· Traffic Control Flagger Certification
· First Aid/CPR Certification
· MSHA 10 Safety Certification

Participants will have the ability to pre-trip heavy equipment and construction trucks, perform basic maintenance and servicing, and learn basic blue print reading. Participants will learn how to safely operate each piece of machinery, identify potential safety issues, recognize driving hazards and perform emergency maneuvers, and learn how to read and interpret control systems. Participants will also have the ability to drive passenger or crew buses as part of ground transportation units. 

Participants will be recruited from communities in which construction projects are scheduled and will received priority for hiring on Grantee’s projects.  The Grantee project managers, village leadership will be responsible for recruitment a selection of participants.  The selection will be based upon the participant’s skill level, special skills, employability, and past work experience.  Participant selection will be subject upon approval of community leadership.  

Participants will be hired by the Grantee on the construction of clinics and sanitation projects are part of a comprehensive infrastructure development initiative for rural Alaska.  The Grantee coordinates with Denali Commission and other public developers.  The Denali Commission funds a majority of the funding received by the Grantee to build these projects.

Article 5.  MANAGEMENT INFORMATION SYSTEM (MIS)

The Grantee will require each participant to complete an application entitled “State of Alaska Denali Training Fund Application” which is provided by the Division. The Grantee will complete the shaded portion located at the bottom of each application.  The applications will be used by the Division to track the training and employment outcomes of the participants. The Grantee will submit the completed applications no later than 20 calendar days after the completion of the training project to the Alaska Department of Labor and Workforce Development.

Article 6. PROGRAM REPORTING REQUIREMENT

In addition to the reporting requirements in Attachment B, Article 8, the grantee must provide the following specific to this grant agreement:

The Grantee will submit photographic documentation of participants in training.  A minimum of three photographs will be taken during each training session showing the training participants, instructors, materials, and tools being used, project being worked on, other relevant items and persons related to the training being conducted.  Photographic documentation will be supplied in the form of photographic quality 3”x 5” prints and a negative for each photograph submitted and/or electronic photograph (digital images).  The Grantee will submit the photographic documentation no later than 20 calendar days after the completion of the training project.  The Grantee will submit the photographic documentation to the Alaska Department of Labor and Workforce Development.

The Grantee will require each participant to complete the form entitled “Consent and Release Form” which is provided by the Division. This form gives the Division permission to use the photographs of the participants in reports. The Grantee will submit the completed consent and release forms no later than 20 calendar days after the completion of the training project. The Grantee will submit the completed consent and release forms to the Alaska Department of Labor and Workforce Development.

The Grantee will submit a monthly/quarterly report of progress outlining the activities of the project, the status of the performance indicators outlined in Article 5 of this grant agreement, and provide the following information: is the project on schedule, what is the estimated date of completion, is the project on budget, and how many participants are enrolled in the training.  The Grantee will submit the original progress report and financial report (invoice) together for each month/quarter until the grant is complete.  If there is no grant related activity during the month/quarter, a report will still be due on schedule, but should indicate that there was no grant related activity during that month/quarter.  The Grantee will submit an electronic copy of the progress report to either the Grants Administrator or Program Manager. (See e-mail addresses listed at the end of this Attachment). All hard copies of reports shall be submitted to the Alaska Department of Labor and Workforce Development.

The Grantee will submit a final progress report which provides a narrative summary of the project’s accomplishments and provides the following information:  was the project completed on schedule, was the project on budget, how many participants completed the training, and where the participants will be employed.  The Division may withhold reimbursement to the Grantee until all required reports are considered accurate, complete and current.

The Grantee will submit the final progress report at the completion of the project or no later than 45 calendar days after the period of performance for this grant.  The final progress report should also be labeled as a Final Progress Report. The Grantee will submit the final progress report to either the Grants Administrator or Program Manager. (See e-mail addresses listed at the end of this Attachment). All hard copies of reports shall be submitted to the Alaska Department of Labor and Workforce Development.

The Division may withhold reimbursement to the Grantee until all required reports are considered accurate, complete and current.
