63 Grayling Bulk Fuel Storage Project
Closeout Summary June 2008


This project is being closed because the award has expired, been fully expended or the project is being transitioned to a new reporting and tracking system. Any future funding of this project by the Denali Commission will be issued under a different project number and financial assistance award. The following report represents the project status as of June 2008.
Background: 
Grayling is a community of 164 and is located in Interior Alaska on the west bank of the Yukon River east of the Nulato Hills. It is 18 air miles north of Anvik. It lies at approximately 62.903610° North Latitude and -160.064720° West Longitude.  (Sec. 34, T033N, R057W, Seward Meridian.)   Grayling is located in the Kuskokwim Recording District.  The area encompasses 10.9 sq. miles of land and 0.1 sq. miles of water.  The climate of Grayling is continental, with long, cold winters and relatively warm summers. Temperature extremes range between -60 to 87. Snowfall averages 110 inches, with 21 inches of total precipitation per year. The Yukon River is ice-free from June through October.
Activities:

In 1997 the Alaska Energy Authority funded a project which created a new containment and fenced area for a consolidated tank farm to be utilized by AVEC, the City of Grayling, the Hee-Yea-Lingde village corporation, and the Iditarod Area School District All tanks were refurbished or new and capacity totals 175,000 gallons with dispensers for gasoline and fuel oil. The capacity seems sufficient for the foreseeable future. Therefore, a concept design report was not initiated for this project.
