SCOPE OF GRANT AGREEMENT

Amendment to Article 1.  BACKGROUND

This grant agreement is between the Alaska Department of Labor and Workforce Development, Division of Business Partnerships (hereafter referred to as the Division) and Alaska Works Partnership, Inc. (hereafter referred to as the Grantee). This amendment will increase the grant agreement from $300,000 to $493,436 funded through Denali Training Funds to provide training in basic carpentry, OSHA 10 for construction and weatherization technician level 1 for 70 participants from rural communities.  
Amendment to Article 3.  PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Grantee will provide construction skill and upgrade training to 70 participants from rural communities. The training will be for Basic Carpentry, OSHA 10 for Construction, and Weatherization Technician Level 1. The training will upgrade skills for participants previously trained in basic skills to meet the requirements for employment on residential weatherization crews.   Participants from various rural communities will receive training lasting from 5 to 9 days, depending upon their skill level and what employers require for local projects.

The weatherization program administrated by the Alaska Housing Finance Corporation (AHFC) received funding of approximately $360 million to weatherize homes for the purpose of conserving fuel and reducing energy consumption costs for heating homes and buildings.  Several thousand rural homes will receive weatherization improvements over the next few years.  This training is necessary to rapidly build a workforce aimed at energy conservation and reducing energy costs for communities, housing providers and homeowners.

This training will increase the capacity of home weatherization service providers to develop instructors and train workers to meet industry standards.  Capacity building activities range from educating owners about the need to weatherize, energy savings and incentives, developing qualified home inspectors to perform tests and energy ratings, and to train workers with skills to ensure quality application of  materials and products involved in weatherization. 

This training will increase the supply of home energy inspectors, weatherization skills instructors and endorsement training for workers involved in home construction, modernization and weatherization projects. This training will be a new employment and career advancing opportunity is energy conservation and home weatherization.

The Grantee will coordinate with the Regional Housing Authorities who already have working relationships with job training providers and weatherization service providers.  This training will upgrade the skills of workers with new weatherization skills and endorsements and will results in employment and continued employment for rural workers and integrate modern energy conservation skills in workers benefiting home owners and their community.
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
