We’ve identified the high school construction projects for the upcoming year.  We’ll be working with Stebbins High School in the Bering Strait School District and the Unalakleet High School also in the Bering Strait School District next year.

Construction Site Visit:
Our third site visit of the year was April 27.  AGC hosted another group of rural high school students from Kuspuk School District thanks to Alcan General, Inc.  We toured the expansion and major remodel of the Anchorage Wendler Middle School.  Mike Laudert, Project Manager, oriented the students to the project in the project office before we began our tour.  The students asked Mike about materials and methods as we went through the site.  We saw a ceramic tile installer and looked at what he was given for the design and a little about how he translated that to walls he was working on!  We thank Mike Laudert and Alcan General, Inc. for their willingness to host students.

Skill Assessments:
AGC has proctored 127 skill assessments.  Of that total 114 are craft skill assessments in rural Alaska.

We anticipate more Performance Verifications being scheduled. We’re identifying journeymen now to certify who will conduct those Performance Verifications.

We’ve contacted this year’s craft assessment customers to ask for their request projection for this coming year.

Also, I’m contacting the housing authorities to ask if the assessments would assist them as they prepare to conduct the work the 
HUD money is for.
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
