Platinum is located on the Bering Sea coast 11 miles from Goodnews Bay and 123 miles southwest of Bethel.  It is 440 miles west of Anchorage. The community lies at approximately 59.013060° North Latitude and -161.816390° (West) Longitude.  (Sec. 32, T013S, R075W, Seward Meridian.)   Platinum is located in the Bethel Recording District.  The area encompasses 44.6 sq. miles of land and 0.1 sq. miles of water.  Platinum has a marine climate. 
Platinum's population is mostly native.  Economy is based on fishing and mining. 
Time Line and Summary of Project Status (as of June 30, 2008)

· June 2001, URS and Alaska Energy Authority (AEA) performed an initial site visit to determine conditions and need for a new bulk fuel facility.  Four retail fuel facilities located in Platinum.
· Upgrades would vastly exceed the Denali Commission benchmarks.
