APRIL

Mt. Village--The first full month of operation for the second of the five energy efficient gen-sets partially funded under the 2002 Alaska Energy Cost Reduction Program.  The new Caterpillar 3456 was operated

537 hours out of 720 during April 2005 and average generating efficiency improved over 10% over April 2004 from 13.70 to 15.09 kWh generated per gallon.  This had the effect of reducing fuel consumption by over 1600 gallons.  At the 2004 delivered price of fuel of $1.72 per gallon, the savings to Mt. Village's consumers is on the order of $2800 during the first month of operation.
Togiak--Continued operation of the first of the five energy efficient gen-sets partially funded under the 2002 Alaska Energy Cost Reduction Program.  The new QSX15 was operated 665 hours out of 720 during April

2005 and average generating efficiency improved over 15% over April 2004 from 12.62 to 14.56 kWh generated per gallon.  This had the effect of reducing fuel consumption by over 2300 gallons.  At the 2004 delivered price of fuel of $1.85 per gallon, the savings to Togiak's consumers is on the order of $4400 during the seventh month of operation. 

MAY

Mt. Village--The second full month of operation for the second of the
five energy efficient gen-sets partially funded under the 2002 Alaska
Energy Cost Reduction Program.  The new Caterpillar 3456 was operated
600 hours out of 744 during May 2005 and average generating efficiency
improved over 11% over May 2004 from 13.45 to 14.93 kWh generated per
gallon.  This had the effect of reducing fuel consumption by over 1500
gallons.  At the 2004 delivered price of fuel of $1.72 per gallon, the
savings to Mt. Village's consumers is on the order of $2600 during the
second month of operation.
Emmonak--The first full month of operation for the third of the
five energy efficient gen-sets partially funded under the 2002 Alaska
Energy Cost Reduction Program.  The new Caterpillar 3456 was operated
628 hours out of 744 during May 2005 and average generating efficiency
improved over 8% over May 2004 from 13.67 to 14.80 kWh generated per
gallon.  This had the effect of reducing fuel consumption by nearly 1200
gallons.  

Togiak--Continued operation of the first of the five energy efficient
gen-sets partially funded under the 2002 Alaska Energy Cost Reduction
Program.  The new QSX15 was operated 591 hours out of 744 during May
2005 and average generating efficiency improved nearly 12% over May 2004
from 12.38 to 13.83 kWh generated per gallon.  This had the effect of
reducing fuel consumption by nearly 1700 gallons.  At the 2004 delivered
price of fuel of $1.85 per gallon, the savings to Togiak's consumers is
on the order of $3300 during the eighth month of operation.
