I am pleased to report that the second high efficiency diesel generator set funded under the 2002 Energy Cost Reduction Program was started up on March 26, 2005.  The high efficiency diesel generator set was a Caterpillar 3456.  The unit was put online in Mt. Village.  Reports from the field indicate that the Power Plant Operator is very pleased with the new unit.  We should have documented generating efficiency figures around May 20th, after the unit has operated the full month of April.
It is expected that this unit will match or exceed the performance of the first high efficiency diesel generator set installed in Togiak under the Energy Cost Reduction Program in October 2004.  That unit reduced fuel consumption by 6300 gallons during the first four months of full operation.  The Power Plant Operator at that location immediately noticed the reduction in fuel consumed each day.
Although the 2004 delivered cost of fuel to Mt. Village was less then that at Togiak, the dollar savings attributed to this new unit should still be significant.  As we complete these projects under the 2002 Program, it is hoped that project funding under the 2004 Program will be considered.
