Access road from the powerhouse

This view looks west from the powerhouse site. The top of the cliff is near the native allotment boundary. The powerhouse is as far west as possible so that it can be situated on a rock foundation. It also provides a longer run of road to keep the maximum road grade to 16%. To the east the ground is muck and unsuitable for a turbine foundation. The rock was shot down to powerhouse elevation.
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Penstock route from powerhouse

View of the penstock route taken from the powerhouse site. The route is very steep (100% grade). The penstock must descend from an elevation of 210 feet at the lip of the stream canyon to the powerhouse at elevation 60. A 50 foot high rock wall was shot for the access road to the powerhouse. Approximately 35 feet of glacial lodgment till is on top of the rock, with gravel on top of that.
